Investigating fatal collisions on our roads demands knowledge, experience and professionalism. Lancashire Constabulary and Sancus Solutions’ five day training course is fully compliant with the ‘Road Death Investigation Manual’ and draws on other relevant sources such as the ‘Murder Investigation Manual’ and ‘Practice Advice on Core Investigative Doctrine’. The course utilises a scenario-based experience to allow SIOs to develop the techniques they will need to carry out this exacting role.

Who is the Course For?

The five day course is aimed at experienced road policing officers who carry out the role of senior investigating officer at serious and fatal collisions, as well as officers who may be the first on the scene of such incidents. 

What is the Course About?

The Advanced Road Death Investigation Course will take delegates through the phases of an investigation following a fatal collision, as it would be expected to unfold in a real life situation. At each phase delegates will prepare their own strategies in response to a fast-developing scenario.

What Does the Course Deliver?

The course will enable delegates to design and record robust and effective strategies that are key to a professional investigation. Areas covered will include scene protection, preparation of policy logs, family liaison, investigation planning, use of the media, community impact, witness and suspect strategies, use of expert witnesses, police related deaths and corporate manslaughter. The course has been delivered to officers from twenty-five UK police forces and other organisations. 

Delegates will receive a certificate of attendance enabling them to evidence professional development.

Aims and Objectives:

Aims

To develop the capability of senior investigating officers and potential senior investigating officers in the management and investigation of deaths resulting from road traffic collisions, particularly those with aggravating features.

Objectives

· Identify those incidents in which aggravating features may be present 

· Initial management of scenes in keeping with standards required for major incidents 
· To understand the requirements for the recording of policy logs 

· Identification of appropriate scientific and specialist support to the investigation 
· To initiate and maintain appropriate support for families of those involved in the incident 

· To understand the necessity to manage the impact on the community, including use of the media 

· To develop awareness of the processes and functions of a major incident room
· To develop knowledge of available investigative techniques, including intelligence opportunities 

· Outline the issues regarding the identification and care of significant witnesses 

· To describe and implement a suspect management strategy including the interview process 

· To explain the benefits and processes involved in the reviewing of road death investigations 

· To outline the law and policy relating to use of expert witnesses

Reviewing Road Death Investigations
The Reviewing Road Death Investigations Course will equip delegates with a structure to carry out reviews of fatal road collision investigations which will identify missed investigative opportunities, any good practice and make case specific or organisational recommendations as necessary.

The Road Death Investigation Manual mandates that reviews of investigations into fatal road collisions take place. However, unlike homicide, there has been no structure or training to allow this to happen.
